                                   Truro City Council Meeting
Monday the 6th of April 2020
Council met via conference call due to the Governor’s State of Public
Health Disaster eliminating groups of 10 or more to meet.
Mayor Bryan Arzani presided over and called the meeting to order at 6:00 PM. Lyndsay Cannoy, Remington Siefkas, Ancel Kennedy and Jason Phillips were present on Zoom. City Clerk/treasurer Dani Miller was at City Hall. Brett Jones called in at 6:11 PM. Council to approve the amended agenda to add the Greg Palmer’s resignation and to allow final stipend to be given to Greg Palmer. Motion by Cannoy, seconded by Kennedy to approve the agenda. Motion carried. There was no public input. Sheriff’s report was reviewed, Truro had 32.67 patrol hours, 6 calls and 6 traffic stops in March. Sheriff stated that there have been low reports for the county and that is a good thing.  Fire & Rescue reported 14 calls, 8 of them were fire and 6 were EMS. There were no transports for March. Stills asked to discuss a side by side that was wreaked during a fire call. Council would like more information regarding it. Stills will bring information at the May meeting. Fire & Rescue asked to be released of the $500 limit to purchase medical supplies if Madison County Emergency could not provide. Stills would contact Mayor if it would be needed. Siefkas motioned to approve and seconded by Kennedy. Motion carried. Jason Miller with MSA emailed stating they received the fixed aerator and installed it. They have removed the second aerator from service and shipped it back. They are working with manufacturer to find the cause of issue. Recycling rates were up for discussion as well was the Ordinance 195 & 196 for water and sewer increase. These will be tabled till May’s meeting.  The Bank CD #40828 matured April 6th, 2020. It was discussed to move it into the General fund to be used at a later Time. Kenney motioned and Cannoy seconded. Motion carried. Resolution2020_7: Appoint a Representative & Alternate Representative to the Madison County Emergency Management Commission. Motion by Cannoy and seconded by Phillips. Motion carried. Spring cleanup was discussed. It was advised from Madison County Emergency to postpone till a later date. Clean up day will be tabled till a further time. Siefkas motioned and Kennedy seconded. Motion carried. Main street flowerpots were discussed and tabled till a further time. Kennedy motioned and Cannoy seconded. Motion carried. A new hiring of Truro Maintenance was discussed. There will be a detailed job description and shown to council for approval. In the meantime, Ancel Kennedy has stepped in to help Lori at no cost to the City and will be using his license to help her complete water/sewer samples.  Running boards for the City Truck were discussed. Since the lift for the snow plow it has been hard for City employees to get into the truck. An estimate from Total Truck for $686.00 was given. Kennedy motioned and Phillips seconded. Ayes: Phillips, Cannoy, Kennedy. Nays: Jones, Siefkas. Motion carried. Clerks report: EMC insurance will be discussing the annual information regarding the City’s insurance that will need to be approved by the July meeting. Refunds from April, May and June’s rentals at the Truro Community Center were discussed and the City will be refunding all rental fees for those months. Kennedy motioned and Siefkas seconded. Motion carried. Senior breakfast for May 22nd, 2020 at the Community Center was discussed. As per council decided with all rentals, they would need to pay rental but would be given the Truro rental fee. Maintenance Department: Consideration on purchasing a mower from the Little League Ballfield was discussed. Council is waiting for the Little League meeting to get more information regarding the purchase. It will be discussed at the May Council meeting.  Rock for the road to the lagoon was discussed and it was decided to be tabled till May’s meeting. Council discussed to accept the resignation of Greg Palmer. Cannoy motioned and Kennedy seconded. Ayes: Kennedy, Phillips, Jones. Cannoy. Nays: Siefkas. Motion carried. Council discussed giving Greg Palmer his April stipend. Siefkas motioned and Jones seconded. Motion carried.
