Truro City Council Meeting
Monday June 1st, 2020
Council met at the Community Center to keep public distance
Mayor Bryan Arzani presided over and called the council meeting at 6:00pm. Lyndsay Cannoy, Remington Siefkas, Ancel Kennedy, Brett Jones were present, and Jason Phillips was absent. Motion by Cannoy, seconded by Jones to approve the agenda. Motion carried. There was no public input. Sheriff’s report was reviewed, Truro had 49.77 patrol hours, 55 calls and 2 traffic stops in May. Fire & Rescue reported 6 calls, 3 of them were fire and 3 were EMS. There were no transports for May. Stills asked to discuss the side by side that was wreaked during a fire call. Questions were answered by both Attorney and insurance agent. It was decided that the City will file a claim with EMC. Fire & Rescue tried to order fire gear in February but with the pandemic Feld Fire was not able to process the order. Stills asked to rollover the order amount over at the new FY 20-21 year when they can get that order. Kennedy motioned & Cannoy seconded. Siefkas, Cannoy, Jones & Kennedy al ayes. Phillips was absent. Motion carried. MSA- Jason Miller emailed prior to meeting that the contractor has sent in the aerator motor to be replaced and it is not yet complete. Once it is fixed and installed the City can move towards issuing final completion for the project. Bidding for the repair of the bridge on the corner of Hull & Garfield went to MCB Construction for $2300.00. They will begin the end of June. Cannoy motions to approve MCB bid, Jones seconded. Cannoy, Jones, Siefkas & Kennedy all ayes. Phillips was absent. Motioned carried. Heith Hockenberry from EMC Insurance came to show the renewal for the City’s insurance. Council will decide on adding riders before next meeting. Jones motioned to approve the renewal, Siefkas seconded. Siefkas, Jones, Cannoy & Kennedy all ayes. Phillips was absent. Motion carried. Recycling rates were up for discussion and will be brought back to the table at the July meeting. The Ordinance 195 & 196 for water and sewer increase were discussed. Jones motioned to approve Ordinance 195 Water Rate at $29.00 the 1st 2000 gallons and approve the new rate of $40.00 for the 1st 3000 gallons of sewer. Kennedy seconded the motion with Siefkas, Jones, Cannoy and Kennedy all ayes- Phillips was absent. Discussion of a Fence, Walls and Hedges Ordinance was considered. City clerk will rewrite and bring to next council meeting at the July meeting to approve. Water request for averaging sewer during the months of May through Aug to customer can water their garden was discussed. Jones motioned to approve and Siefkas seconded. Siefkas, Jones, Cannoy & Kennedy all ayes. Phillips was absent. Motioned carried. Purchasing a used zero turn mower from the Little league was discussed and will be brought back to the meeting in July. Review of Chapter 122 Peddlers/Solicitors & Transient Merchants was discussed. City Clerk will rewrite with new wording from council and bring to the next meeting for approval. Discussion for selling the property at 100 S. Railroad was discussed.  Council will contact a realtor to value the property and bring back to the next meeting. Jones motioned with Cannoy seconding. Cannoy, Jones & Siefkas-ayes. Kennedy-nay. Phillips was absent. Motion carried. Jones motioned to approve Caleb Hobart as seasonal help for the City at $9.50 and hour and no more than 32 hours a week. Cannoy seconded. Siefkas, Jones, Cannoy & Kennedy all ayes. Phillips was absent. Antonio Arzani was asked to help with little things around the City as a volunteer for the next week. Jones motioned to approve, and Kennedy seconded. Siefkas, Jones, Cannoy & Kennedy all ayes. Phillips was absent. Motion carried. There will be 2 interviews for the Public Works Director June 3rd. The City will start back up penalties and shut offs beginning June 1st for Utilities. Utilities account # 1079002- a letter & contract will be written up and signed by account holder to pay 25% each month of outstanding balance or water will be shut off and full balance will be expected to be paid. Kennedy motioned and Jones seconded. Siefkas, Jones, Kennedy & Cannoy all ayes. Phillips was absent. Motion carried. Acknowledgements to The Neddermey’s for their gracious donation of $100.00 to the Fire & Rescue. To Byron Hobart for his volunteer time with repairing & servicing the city mower. To Ancel Kennedy for his volunteer time at the Lagoon and around the City. Maintenance Department: Ancel will work on the center of Turner St. to get ready for more rock to be put down. Council comments: There will be a 4th of July Celebration at Hull Park 4:00pm with bags tourney, canoe races, vendors, food, and fireworks. Mayor Arzani would like to thank the council and the Betterment Committee. 
Motion by Kennedy, seconded by Siefkas to approve the past minutes, treasurer’s reports, and pay the May bills and all approved for the motion to carry. Next meeting will be July 6th, 2020 at 6:00P.M. at the Community Center Motion by Jones, seconded by Kennedy for the meeting to be adjourned at 7:50P.M.
