Truro City Council Meeting
Monday July 6th, 2020
Council met at the Community Center to keep public distance
Pro-Tem Lyndsay Cannoy presided over and called the council meeting at 6:02pm. Remington Siefkas, Ancel Kennedy, Brett Jones were present, Jason Phillips and Mayor Bryan Arzani was absent. Motion by Jones, seconded by Siefkas to approve the agenda. Jones, Kennedy and Siefkas all ayes. Phillips was absent. Motion carried. There was no public input. Sheriff’s report was reviewed, Truro had 31.62 patrol hours, 10 calls and 2 traffic stops in June. Fire & Rescue reported 6 calls, 3 of them were fire and 3 were EMS. There were no transports for June. Stills asked to discuss the pumper transmission on truck 852. There are bad seals and the estimate to fix is $14,000. Emergency Apparatus Maintenance would come down to the station and fix it. Kennedy motioned to approve up to $14,000 to fix the pumper. Siefkas seconded. Kennedy, Jones and Siefkas- ayes. Phillips was absent.  Motioned carried. Stills will look if there is any warranty with the fix. Stills informed council that the county radios are in. There are 15 radios and 6 base radios. Clerk will look into insurance if one happens to brake while on the call. The Fire & Rescue would like to add a circle drive that goes behind the station from the south and out of the north. Kennedy approved land improvement at the Fire Station at some point at no cost to the City. Jones seconded the motion. Jones, Kennedy and Siefkas- ayes. Phillips was absent. Motion carried. Past bill from April 21st, 2020 to the St. Charles Fire & Rescue was discussed. Jones motioned to pay the bill of $219.80. Kennedy seconded the motion. Jones, Siefkas and Kennedy all ayes. Motion carried. Painting and flooring at the Fire Station will begin next week. Phillips was absent. Motion carried. Resolution 2020_7: SICOG Jones motioned to approve, Kennedy seconded motion. Jones, Kennedy and Siefkas all ayes. Phillips was absent. Motion carried. Resolution 2020_11: Hiring of Tiegen Wood Jones motioned to approve. Siefkas seconded. Jones, Kennedy and Siefkas all ayes. Phillips was absent. Motion carried.  Resolution 2020_12: Approving Truro Employee wages for FY2021 Jones motioned to approve. Siefkas seconded. Jones, Siefkas and Kennedy all ayes. Phillips was absent. Motion carried. Phone stipend and insurance stipend for Tiegen Wood was discussed. Tiegen will receive $400 for insurance each month and $60.00 phone stipend each month. Jones motioned to approve. Siefkas seconded the motion. Jones, Kennedy and Siefkas all ayes. Phillips was absent. Motion carried. The yearly tobacco permit for Umiya Foodmart was reviewed. Kennedy motioned to approve. Jones seconded motion. Jones, Kennedy and Siefkas all ayes. Phillips was absent. Motion carried. Recycling rates were up for discussion and it was decided to raise from $3.15 a month to $5.00 a month. Country recycling went from $60.00 a year to $120 a year. Residents can pick up a second container if needed for a deposit of $10.00. A newsletter will be sent out to all residents which will include recycling details as well as water and sewer rates and more information about the town. Discussion of the rewritten Fence, Walls, and Hedges Ordinance. 1st reading was read. Siefkas motioned to approve. Jones seconded motion. Jones, Kennedy and Siefkas all ayes. Phillips was absent. 2nd and final reading will be at August meeting. Water request for averaging sewer during the months of May through Aug to customer can water their garden was discussed. Jones motioned to approve and Siefkas seconded. Siefkas, Jones & Kennedy all ayes. Phillips was absent. Motioned carried. Review of rewritten Chapter 122 Peddlers/Solicitors & Transient Merchants was discussed. Siefkas motioned to approve. Jones seconded motion. Jones, Kennedy and Siefkas all ayes. Phillips absent. Motion carried. Discussion for selling the property at 100 N. Railroad was discussed. Council will set up a workshop session this month to discuss with full council. Jones motioned to table discussion. Siefkas seconded. Jones, Kennedy and Siefkas all ayes. Phillips was absent. Motion carried. Utilities account # 1007001- excess sewer. Asking for credit for past 4 months. Jones motioned to approve credit. Kennedy seconded. Jones, Kennedy and Siefkas all ayes. Phillips was absent. Motion carried. Utility account #1039001- left water on overnight and asking for sewer credit. Kennedy motion to approve credit. Siefkas seconded. Jones, Kennedy and Siefkas all ayes. Phillips was absent. Motion carried. Utility account #1043001 needed a new meter since there was no tag. The city will be replacing at no charge. Junk/Junk Vehicle property listings were discussed. Council will look and get back to the City Clerk to send out letters. Acknowledgements: Lyndsay Cannoy would like to thank Tiegen and Caleb for getting the park and town looking great as well as the Betterment Committee for all their hard work for the 4th of July celebration. It is great to see the community coming together. Council comments: Need to get Sheriff to crack down on 4 wheelers driving around town. Clerks monthly report: New lettering for the City Hall windows was discussed. Jones approved to purchase new window lettering. Siefkas seconded. Jones, Kennedy and Siefkas all ayes. Phillips was absent. Motion carried. The website yearly dues were discussed, and council was good with the new website that Truro is using. City Clerk would like to close the office on the 29th and 30th to do online classes. There will be signs put up at City Hall letting residents know the office is closed. Maintenance dept.: Tiegen discussed mowing all of Hull park. Council suggested contacting the school to stay connected with a regular routine of mowing and weed eating. Recycling was already discussed during the beginning of the meeting. Tiegen received over 4 bids for either a new Skid loader or a lease. Jones motioned to table the purchase of it till next meeting. Siefkas seconded. Jones, Siefkas and Kennedy all ayes. Phillips was absent. Motion carried. Tiegen suggested removing the horseshoe posts at Hull Park. Council all agreed to allow that. Tiegen will look into where the tennis net and volleyball net are and let community know they can check those out with a refundable deposit. Tiegen will get a quote to replace the basketball fencing around the court and bring that to the next council meeting. It was discussed to give Tiegen a personal day for working on 7-03-2020. Jones motioned to approve. Siefkas seconded. Jones, Kennedy and Siefkas all ayes. Phillips was absent. Motion carried. Motion by Jones, seconded by Siefkas to approve the past minutes, treasurer’s reports, and pay the Junes bills and all approved for the motion to carry. Next meeting will be August 3rd, 2020 at 6:00P.M. at the Community Center. Motion by Siefkas, seconded by Jones for the meeting to be adjourned at 8:04P.M.
