Truro City Council Meeting
Thursday September 3rd, 2020
Council met at the Community Center to keep public distance
Mayor Arzani presided over and called the council meeting at 6:00pm. Remington Siefkas, Ancel Kennedy, Brett Jones, Lyndsay Cannoy and Jason Phillips were present. Motion by Jones, seconded by Siefkas to approve the agenda. All ayes. Motion carried. No Public input. Sheriff’s report was reviewed, Truro had 48.6 patrol hours, 14 calls and 16 traffic stops in August. Fire & Rescue reported 12 calls, 12 were EMS. There were no transports for August. The Fire & Rescue I am Responding renewal is up. Discussion to renew for 3yrs. Jones motioned to pay I am responding for 3yrs for $2,096.00. Phillips seconded motion. All ayes. Motion carried. MSA- Jason Miller talked to council about the completion of the electric for the Wastewater treatment plant aeration project with Baker Electric. Kennedy motioned to approve the completion. Cannoy seconded motion. All ayes. Motion carried. Resolution No. 2020_13 2020 Street Financial Report was looked at. Cannoy, Phillips, Siefkas, Kennedy and Jones ayes. No nays. Resolution was approved. Quarterly cleaning at the community center was discussed. Each quarter someone will clean the center for no more than $200. Jones motioned to approve. Siefkas seconded. All ayes. Motion carried. The Homecoming parade route was viewed. Phillips motioned to approve the route. Jones seconded. Motion was carried. Kegan Smith from Interstate High School called City Hall to discuss fireworks after the homecoming game. The city clerk called back and left a voicemail to get more information but had not heard back. The council and city are aware of the fireworks. Dick Burhans spoke about Pearce Paving replacing curb gutters and the paving of Hutchison, Scenic and part of Elizabeth street. He was needing permission to pave those roads. Jones motioned to allow the paving. Siefkas seconded. All ayes. Discussion of having the City pave streets at W. Turner and Elizabeth. Tiegen Wood has estimates for sealing W. Turner & part of Elizabeth road at $48,880. Jones motioned to pay Pearce Paving up to $48,880 and seal coat W. Turner & the other part of Elizabeth road. Siefkas seconded the motion. All ayes. Motion carried. The City clerk will send out notices to residents on those roads informing of the work being done. Tiegen Wood gave more estimates for other streets in need of repair. Council asked to get new estimates for First Street and Second Street to be brought up at the next council meeting. Mayor Arzani has talked to FFA, NHS and other High School groups about a city-wide cleanup. He is waiting to hear back on a date. Last year’s invoice was $1500. Phillips motioned to pay $1500 this year. Jones seconded the motion. All ayes. Motion carried. Junk/Junk Vehicles were discussed. Council will go through on sending addresses to the City Attorney to follow through with the abate process. Public Works Director- Tiegen Wood’s 90-day review was discussed. Council will contact the Mayor with their thoughts on his progress. After reviewing the demos for the City skid loader- Tiegen suggested purchasing the JCB for $45,850. Council suggested paying $22,925 up front and the remaining amount be through Union State bank for 5yrs with the interest rate of 2.79%. Jones motioned to approve paying half up front and financing the remaining balance with Union State Bank. Phillips seconded the motion. Cannoy, Jones, Phillips and Siefkas all ayes. Kennedy nay. Motion carried. The Feeding Frenzy asked for a permit to allow alcohol during the event Sept. 11 & 12th. It was suggested by Mayor to waive the permit fee of $50.00.  Kennedy motioned to approve the permit and waive the $50.00 fee. Phillips seconded motion. All ayes. Motion carried. Water and Sewer rates were discussed. The amended ordinance was not published in the paper prior to the bills going out. Jones motioned for all residents will receive the old rate for the October bill. November will begin with the new rates. Kennedy motioned. Siefkas seconded motion. All ayes. Motion carried. Clerks monthly report: The City clerk received a gift card to Target for $20.00 and will be purchasing a coffee pot for City Hall. Maintenance dept: There is a tree on Elizabeth that needs removed. Tiegen will cut down but Dick Burhans said that it does run through the sewer line and that Tiegen will contact the home’s construction company to notify them of the roots. There is a dead tree at Hull Park. Tiegen will get quotes and bring to the council next meeting.  Motion by Cannoy, seconded by Siefkas to approve the past minutes, treasurer’s reports, and pay the August bills and all approved for the motion to carry. Next meeting will be October 5th, 2020 at 6:00P.M. at the Community Center. Motion by Jones, seconded by Phillips for the meeting to be adjourned at 7:16P.M. There was a workshop meeting right after the council meeting to discuss the possibility of selling the city lot at 100 N. Railroad. There was no motion.
