Mayor Sarah Darst presided and called the meeting to order at 6:06 pm. Jason Phillips, Lyndsay Cannoy, Michell Sciarrotta and Julie Ostrander were present. Motion by Sciarrotta, seconded by Ostrander to approve the agenda. Motion carried.

Public input: Ancel Kennedy inquired about how the council decided on junk vehicles and weed letters. Darst informed him the council decides.  
Sheriff’s report was reviewed, Truro had 45 patrol hours, 10 calls, and 2 traffic stops in September. 
Fire & Rescue reports 12 calls and 3 transports in September. Chad Walker will be taking an instructor class to be able to teach 
other fire & rescue candidates. IM Responding is working great and council approved one year subscription for $860.  
Sciarrotta motioned to approve this, Cannoy seconded it and all approved the subscription. The Fire & Rescue Harvest event went
 well. Thank you to all that helped. 

MSA needs a change order for Wastewater Treatment Electrical Improvements that would be a zero cost authorization with a 
60 day term. Sciarrotta motioned to approve, Phillips seconded it and all approved. On roll call: Ayes: Sciarrotta, Cannoy, Phillips 
and Ostrander. Baker was absent. 
Use of Mobile Homes (Ordinance No.63, section 7I) – Will consult zoning attorney to see what the most recent ordinance states, 
and then make adjustments to suit Truro’s needs based on that.
Ordinance No. 175 – Did second reading to replace the words “chickens” with “fowl” and added side and back yard 10ft set backs.
Council approved to waive third reading. Cannoy motioned to approve, Sciarrotta seconded it and all approved. On roll call: Ayes; Sciarrotta, Cannoy, Phillips and Ostrander. Baker was absent. 
Resolution No. 2019_26: Sciarrotta motioned to approve a max of 10 hours that the Zoning Attorney will spend on the City’s zoning ordinances. Phillips seconded the motion. On roll call: Ayes; Sciarrotta, Cannoy, Phillips and Ostrander. Baker was absent. 
Council approved to sell on a sealed bid for the 1996 Ford F350 along with the V plow for a minimum of $2000.00. Council also approved to sell on a sealed bid for the 2006 Chevy Colorado truck for a minimum bid of $500.00. Sealed bids will be opened at a special meeting on Oct. 24th at 6:30pm by the council. 
Maintenance Department: Palmer will be taking his certification and water training classes the 15th, 16th,22nd and 23rd of October.
He also brought attention about seeding the ditches. Council decided that residents should proceed at their own discretion on 
seeding the areas of their own ditching. Palmer brought up that Austin Beener needs 60 hours of community service and would 
like to work for the city doing odd jobs. Council will consider and look into it further with the insurance company. 
The council discussed possibly closing of some alleys. Clerks will gather more information on how to go about this correctly.
 Jermaine’s Hauling will be picking up junk in town on the 19th of October. 
Wind Turbines was discussed and council wants to see how other towns have written their ordinances. Clerks will bring to council
 at next meeting. 
Clerk Monthly Report: 
Ditch grasses were discussed and based on the ditch seeding the council thinks its best to keep them mowed when can.  
Clerks will attend a Grant writing class in January at the Madison county extension office. Jessica McLain will be taking over the
 Billboard signage for the Betterment Committee. 
Motion by Sciarrotta, seconded by Ostrander to pay the September bills and all approved for the motion to carry.
