Truro City Council
Tues. September 10th, 2019

Mayor Sarah Darst presided and called the meeting to order at 7:00 PM. Jason Phillips, Lyndsay Cannoy, and Michell Sciarrotta were present. 

Motion by Phillips, seconded by Sciarrotta to approve the agenda. Motion carried.

Public input: Ancel Kennedy inquired about using two employees to do recycling. 
Remington Siefkas inquired about possibly buying some city property for a garage. Terry Berry reiterated that it would be beneficial to traffic flow, placing no parking signs on N West Street. A.J. Jones expressed his wishes for consistency in how the laws are upheld for UTVs. Travis Tharp was acquiring about information on how to donate his house to the Fire Department as a training burn.
Sheriff’s report was reviewed, Truro had 37.75 patrol hours, 9 calls, and 8 traffic stops in August. 
Fire & Rescue reports 18 calls and 1 transport in August. New pagers are working well and the two month trial of the IM Responding 
is working well enough that they would like to try the one year subscription for $800.  Sciarrotta motioned to approve this, Cannoy 
seconded it and all approved the subscription. They will also apply for a DNR grant for nozzles, pagers, and radios due October 1, 2019.

       MSA would like to possibly add a dialer but are waiting on a cost quote.  
Usage of ATV/UTVs in city limits – Will write our own ordinance based off county’s ordinance and the one we already have in place for 
golf carts. 
Use of Mobile Homes (Ordinance No.63, section 7I) – Will consult zoning attorney to see what the most recent ordinance states, 
and then make adjustments to suit Truro’s needs based on that.
Ordinance No. 175 – Did first reading and replaced the words “chickens” with “fowl” and added side and back yard 10 foot set backs.
Replaced Resolution No. 2019_15 with Resolution No. 2019_22: Establishing No Parking Signs on Various Streets in Truro to meet citizen’s needs. Sciarrotta motioned to approve, Phillips seconded it and all approved. On roll call: Ayes; Sciarrotta, Cannoy, Phillips. Baker and Ostrander were absent.

Resolution No. 2019_21: Setting a $50 Per/Hour Rate and a minimum of $100 invoiced for mowing yards that haven’t met the specifications set forth in Ordinance Ch. 146.  Sciarrotta motioned to approve this, Phillips seconded the motion.  On roll call: Ayes; Sciarrotta, Cannoy, Phillips. Baker and Ostrander were absent.
Resolution No. 2019_23: Sciarrotta motioned to approve the Street Finance Report for Fiscal Year 2019.  Phillips seconded the motion. On roll call: Ayes; Sciarrotta, Cannoy, Phillips. Baker and Ostrander were absent.

Resolution No. 2019_24: Establishing Late Fees for Utility Billing was motioned for approval by Phillips.  Sciarrotta seconded the motion 
and all approved. On roll call: Ayes; Sciarrotta, Cannoy, Phillips. Baker and Ostrander were absent.

Resolution No. 2019_25: Establishing Fees For Copies and Staff Time Related to Requests for Information.  Sciarrotta motioned to approve with $20/hour fee set. Phillips seconded the motion. On roll call: Ayes; Sciarrotta, Cannoy, Phillips. Baker and Ostrander were absent.
Greg will continue to fill road potholes as needed and until we can weigh options for more permanent fixes.
The council discussed possibly closing of some alleys but will gather more information on how to go about this correctly.
Junk and junk vehicle letter will go out with the water bills and we will shoot for the town clean-up to be mid-October if the dates are available 
for Jermaine’s Hauling. 
Wind Turbines will be tabled for more discussion in October.
Maintenance Department: American Water will do their shadow survey (shadowing Greg) at 9 A.M., September 24th, and Greg will report 
their findings at October meeting.  Council members will look at materials given.
Clerk Monthly Report: Brick Gentry continues to find the latest ordinances passed in order to update all copies of our zoning ordinance to 
consistency.  Beggar’s night will be October 30.  Phillips made this motion, Cannoy seconded it and all approved the date.  It was also approved 

that we would keep the same homecoming parade route as last year when Phillips made the motion and Cannoy seconded it.  All approved.  
Mayor Darst will email council with the loss control recommendations made by EMC, our insurance carrier, and we will keep working on 
fulfilling them as soon as possible. Ditch grasses were discussed based on the recommendations to try to use grasses that absorb water and 
don’t grow so tall that they hinder vision at street corners.  
The mayor and council would like to acknowledge Travis Brant & Greg Palmer for the park mulch and Eric Schaffer for mowing at the water 
tower this summer. Thank you!
Motion by Cannoy, seconded by Sciarrotta to pay the August bills and all approved for the motion to carry.

Motion by Phillips, seconded by Sciarrotta for the meeting to be adjourned at 8:48 P.M.
